Murcia

Murcia is the capital of the province of Murcia. It is an approximately 70 
km drive via the RM 472 (also known as the C 3213) the N 344 and the 
A 30.  

As all provincial capitals in Spain 
Murcia is a university city with 
pleasant terraces and good and 
cheap restaurants.  

Sites to see are the cathedral (pict. 
right of which there is also a 
museum: 
www.museocatedraldemurcia.com) and 
the episcopal palace. Many times 
in summer, performances take 
place on the cathedral square. 
Almost always terraces are open 
but prices are high in this area 
elsewhere in the city prices are 
better. In het bisschoppelijk paleis 
bevind zich rond de kerst altijd een 
uitgebreide voorstelling van het 
leven van Jezus, van geboorte tot 
en met de vlucht naar Egypte.  

The old university and several other 
museums including the museum of 
waterworks in the Rio Seguro, (pict. 
left www.molinosdelrio.org) and the 
museum of fine arts (Bellas Artes) in 
Murcia, are well wurth a visit. 
Murcia has several churches, a 
convent and old buildings (to find on 
the map which we usually have in 
house). There is an extensive 

shopping area which is pedestrian only as is the daily indoor fresh 
produce market.

The annual fiësta s usually take place in September and last for two 
weeks. All kinds of activities take place like concerts, fairs and 
processions. There are always lots of terraces where you can eat or 
drink at fair prices. A visit to these fiësta s are most certainly worth your 
while. We can give you the details as soon as they appear on the 
internet.  

  

Also Semana Santa (the celebration week before easter) is 
recommended to visit. This Fiësta is celebrated through out the country. 



  
South of Murcia you can find the suburbs La Alberca and San Ángel. 
This is an interesting area for tourism. The Virgin de Fuensanta (patron 
Saint of Murcia) has her 
sanctuary here. There is a 
convent (Convento de Santa 
Catalina) and La Ermita de 
San Antonio el Pobre is here. 
The area is filled with 
walkingtrails because of its 
natural beauty. We have 
these routes available in a 
spanish book which we plan 
to translate.      

The walk between the Centro de la Naturaleza and the 
Centro la Luz (the red line on the map) is an easy walk 
for those with good Shoes. It leads along beautiful 
paths and La Ermita de San Antonio el Pobre. Here 
you can enjoy the free show about 
the life of San Antonio el pobre, the 
hermit who dedicated his life to San 
Antonio of Padua. The show is in 
English on request.  

Following this white-green marked route you ll find The 
Centro la Luz (centre of light) with a museum and a 
little restaurant. The museum is nice and free of 
charge. It show the surrounding sites in a nutshell which is more then we 
can tell you here. There is an English translation of the Spanish text with 
the artefacts available. Outside you can find the remains of what once 
was a castle. 



Orihuela

  
About 20 km north-east of Murcia the town of Orihuela is situated. (About  
50 km from Casa de cinco Hermanos) In the centre of Orihuela time 
seemed to have stopped. Afcourse there is a cathedral an Episcopal 
palace, several churches (the 
tower of the Iglesia de Sta. 
Gusta y Rufina has a wooden 
clock) and on the top of the 
mountain a catholic university 
which is worth the climb. 
Furthermore there is an 
archaeological museum, a 
convent and a museum, 
dedicated to the poet 
Hernández. The house in which 
the museum nested, is kept in 
original state.  

In Orihuela you can enjoy old architecture. In the centre of the city you ll 
find the Rio Segura with terraces on the banks. Note that here also the 
Spanish custom dictates that almost anything is closed from 2 pm until 4 
pm except the cafés and restaurants. We always say: Leave in time and 
enjoy the good food of Spain at this time and continue your sight seeing 
after your meal.  

In Orihuela Semana Santa is a yearly 
event. Those who can t be here at 
this time can visit the Semana Santa 
museum. Here you ll find a 
presentation of the procession which 
takes place on Friday before easter. 
There is an English headset tour 
included in the entrance fee. This 
museum is well worth a visit.

Al our guestes who ask us where to, we send to Elche (Approx. 60 km 
from Casa de cinco Hermanos by motorway).  

Elche is registered on the World heritage list of Unesco and rightly so. 
Elche is a town with an old centre. The moors have introduced the 
irrigation techniques which 
still today are in use. This 
technique has made it 
possible toe grow palmtrees 
in Elche. Thus it is covered 
with Palmtree orchards. 
There is a palm tree 
museum (Palmeral) worth a 
visit. It teaches history of 
palm tree cultivation and the 
history of the orchards in 
Elche.    

Beside this palm extravagance the old 
centre has a beautiful botanical garden 
(with a big restaurant) and an 
archaeological museum in the beautiful 
Palacio de Altamira. In the centre you ll 
find the Basilica of Santa Maria (Saint 
Mary), of which you can climb the 
tower, an old Mosque and severall old 
buildings worth seeing.     

Usually we have maps of Elche available.

Not far from Casa de cinco Hermanos you can find the little town of 
Novelda.  

The First thing you ll notice looking 
to your right hand side when 
approaching Novelda on the 
motorway is the church dedicated to 
the patron Saint of Novelda Mary 
Magdalene. This church is build in 
the Gaudi style and is made out of 
rough marble. This is a site you 
should not mis when visiting 
Novelda. Many young couples use 
this church for their marriage 
ceremony. Inside you ll find paintings 
of the life of Christ in which Mary 
Magdalene had part.      

Beside this church is a little convent which is not open for visiting but 
where you sometimes can 
buy a drink and snack. 
Furthermore there is a 
castle build on this hill. A 
special detail of this castle 
is the triangular tower 
which is unique in Europe. 
From this triangular tower 
I ve made this picture of 
the other tower. To see the 
triangular tower you must 
visit the site.
